STANDING ORDER AND PROTOCOL FOR MENINGOCOCCAL CONJUGATE VACCINE (MCV4)

VACCINE ADMINISTRATION
 I. STANDING ORDER: This standing order authorizes the registered professional nurses and or medical assistants (CMA’s)  of ____________ Clinic to administer Meningococcal vaccine to patients for whom it is indicated in the _______________________ clinic and persons who are evaluated and vaccinated off site by ________________ employees in the course of  community outreach programs. 
The order is limited to such vaccinations as the nurses or CMA may administer in the course of their employment and does not authorize the nurses or CMAs to vaccinate persons in other situations.
 II. DURATION OF ORDER This order is effective _________________, 20___ and expires _________________, 20___. III. PROTOCOL 
A. Screening and Documentation Prior to administering vaccine the nurse/CMA will screen the patient for eligibility using the hospital’s screening form and recording the data, either on paper or in the Patient system. 

B. Eligible Patients Adult patients are eligible for vaccination if they meet the criteria on the screening form and have no contraindications to vaccination. However in some years vaccine shortages or other exigent situations may result in changes in indications for vaccination which are not reflected on the form. When this happens the clinic will provide guidance to the nurses as to the nature of the change. 
C. Vaccine administration Vaccine will be administered by injection in accord with the labeling of the vaccine. Patients will be observed for reactions for 15 minutes following vaccination.
