Due to family choice; e.g. when

permanently housed parent accepts a

new job and the family stays

temporarily in a hotel, RV, etc. until

they obtain new, permanent housing

A place not meant for people to

live; e.g. porch, barn, storage, unit,

streets, car, etc.

or substandard housing; e.g. unsafe,

not up to code
