A few things to remember:
 All formulations are Quadrivalent Influenza Vaccines (QIV).

« Pre-book amount should be requested by doses in multiples of 10; if you
want 50 doses, please enter 50, not 5.

« Once available, flu doses will start arriving in your offices. You may not
receive your entire order at the same time. We will continue to distribute
doses until we have sent your entire pre-book request.

« There is a limited supply of certain influenza vaccine products. If provid-
ers request more than what is available, VFC will reach out to your office
to redistribute your order with available vaccine.
